MEMBERSHIP:

Membership is open to all youth between the ages of 7 and 17. A membership form must be completed and signed by a parent or guardian each calendar year (even if you are simply renewing your membership). Our membership fee is $10 per calendar year and will not be pro-rated for partial year memberships. Following year memberships may be purchased after October 1st of the current year. Our goal is to always keep costs as low as possible so as to not exclude anyone based on economic circumstances. The information you provide us on the membership application is critical. We ask that every effort be made to present contact information that is both current as well as accurate. It is the parent’s/guardian’s responsibility to notify us of any changes to your telephone numbers (home, work, emergency contacts, etc.) and address information. PLEASE let us know of changes as soon as you are able.

CLUB HOURS: 
The Georgetown facility is open for after-school programming from 3:00 pm to 7:00 pm Monday through Friday and 10:00 am to 3:00 pm on Saturdays. The Club will open from 7:30am to 5:30pm on days when school is not in session (i.e. school holidays, Spring Break, etc.) The exceptions to this are club-recognized holidays on which the Boys & Girls Club will be closed and include New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, one week at the end of summer program, and one week during Christmas break. Summer Club hours are 7:30am to 5:30pm Monday through Friday. Please note that the club is not open on Saturdays during the summer. There may be days when it is necessary to close the Club due to unforeseen circumstances such as emergency repairs, inclement weather, etc. When such instances arise, we will do our best to post this information on our answering machines so as to mitigate any inconveniences this may cause. Please be sure to pick up your child by the posted closing times. Late pick up fees of $.50 per minute will be charged for members left after closing. Late fees must be paid before the member will be allowed to return. The Boys & Girls Club reserves the right to contact the proper authorities for assistance when members are not picked 30 minutes after closing time and after all emergency contacts have been exhausted. 

OPEN DOOR POLICY: 
The Boys & Girls Clubs of Central Texas have an OPEN DOOR POLICY. This policy allows members to come and go at any time during Club’s operating hours. Members are NOT required to sign out; and staff members, under normal circumstances, are not allowed to prohibit a member from leaving the facility. It is the responsibility of the child AND parent/guardian to determine, understand and enforce whatever arrival and departure methods they see fit. Please note that youth are not allowed on the Club’s grounds during operating hours unless they are signed in as members or visitors and participating in Club activities. Members should NOT be dropped off prior to the opening of any facility, as the Club cannot be held responsible for the supervision of such youth. IT IS IMPORTANT TO REMEMBER THAT THE BOYS & GIRLS CLUB IS NOT A DAYCARE. 

MEMBERSHIP CARDS: 
One membership card will be provided to each new member and renewal member when all application requirements have been met. Members should bring their card to the Club EVERY DAY. Members should also learn to memorize their Club membership number (located on the card). Club members are required to sign in (but not out) each day upon entering the Club. 
SUPERVISION: Our staff are trained Youth Development Professionals. A staff member will oversee each of our designated program areas. Please take the time to remind your child of the need to follow Club rules and the directions of Club staff at all times. 

CODE OF CONDUCT: 
Positive attitude keeps the Club fun. Below are some simple guidelines members are expected to follow. 

RESPECT YOURSELF 

PLAY FAIRLY AND BE HONEST

APPLAUD THE EFFORT OF OTHERS

AVOID INNAPPROPRIATE LANGUAGE

DRESS APPROPRIATELY AT ALL TIMES

EAT AND DRINK IN DESIGNATED AREAS

SAY ONLY GOOD THINGS ABOUT OTHERS

RUN ONLY IN DESIGNATED OUTSIDE AREAS

RESOLVE DISSAGREEMENTS IN A POSITIVE WAY

BE RESPECTFULL OF BOYS & GIRLS CLUB STAFF

BE RESPECTFUL OF BOYS & GIRLS CLUB VOLUNTEERS

LISTEN DURING APPROPRIATE TIMES AND ASSEMBLIES

BE RESPECTFUL OF OTHER MEMBERS AND THEIR PROPERTY

TOBACCO, DRUGS, ALCOHOL, AND WEAPONS ARE PROHIBITED

TAKE CARE OF YOUR BOYS & GIRLS CLUB FACILITY, GROUNDS AND EQUIPMENT

DISCIPLINE POLICY: 
It is the goal of the Boys & Girls Club of Georgetown to dispense the minimum disciplinary measures on youth members/visitors necessary to maintain a wholesome, safe and enjoyable atmosphere in the Club for all who attend and participate. The following steps are designed in an attempt to fit the necessary consequence to the seriousness of the offense committed by the youth. Very dangerous, vicious or malicious behavior may dictate that some steps be skipped. 

1. An explanation is made to member of what is being done wrong. (May be repeated) 

2. A verbal warning is given. (May be repeated) 

3. Member is required to sit on “Time-Out Bench”. (May be repeated) 

4. Youth may be restricted from a particular activity or area of Club. (May be repeated) 

5. Incident Report written and parents contacted as to the nature of the behavior and club consequences.
6. Suspension from club (time to be determined by Branch Director)
Members are expected to respond to discipline without incident. Failure to do so will almost always increase any action taken in time or severity. Staff members are trained and fully expected, by policy, to maintain full control of any situation that occurs in their program area and will NOT tolerate anything that threatens that control, in appearance and/or manner. Also, please understand that sometimes the story that gets home is not always the complete or accurate story. Children do sometimes tend to explain an incident in a manner that will not implicate them or cast blame their way. Your support and involvement as the parent/guardian is vital to our success as youth development professionals. 

PHONE CALLS:

There is a phone at the front desk. This phone may only be used for a 2 minute time period with permission in advance from staff. 

MEDICATION: 

The Boys & Girls Club is NOT allowed to dispense, store or oversee medication of any kind, including non-prescription medications. 

DRESS CODE:

Youth should dress comfortably and wear clothes that allow them to participate in typical Boys & Girls Club activities and programs. We expect that shoes and socks must be worn at all times. Flip flops, sandals and cleats are discouraged, as are any other open toed shoes for safety reasons. Club members may not be allowed to participate in certain activities if open toed shoes are worn. The best advice is to wear tennis/walking shoes every day. 

Clothing - Inappropriate clothing of any kind is NOT allowed in the Clubs. Members wearing clothes that are too short, too tight or too revealing in any way or clothes with questionable or distasteful advertising will be asked to change or leave immediately. This judgment will be left solely to the discretion of the Club staff. 

SUMMER BREAKFAST AND LUNCH PROGRAM

During the summer, the Boys & Girls Club will serve a free breakfast from 7:30am to 8:30am and lunch from 11:00am –Noon, Monday through Friday thanks to the USDA summer food program administered by Georgetown Independent School District. Please check the dates for this service as generally there is no food service during the first and last weeks of the BG Club Summer Program. Club members are allowed to bring their own food should they desire.
PERSONAL BELONGINGS:

All personal belongings brought into the Club by a youth are the responsibility of the youth. The Boys & Girls Club is NOT responsible for lost, damaged or stolen items. Please discourage your child from bringing anything to the club that is not completely necessary, especially money. Necessary items, such as backpacks, and jackets should be clearly marked with the member’s name. Items that are not collected from our lost and found in a timely fashion will be donated to a local charity. 

ACCIDENTS:

The Boys & Girls Club of Georgetown strives to maintain a safe and secure environment. There is an assumed risk in many of our core programs, including, but not limited to sports. Please feel safe in knowing that our staff members are attentive to providing the safest environment possible. The completed membership application authorizes the Club staff to seek medical treatment for a member, if necessary, and that any associated costs for such care are the responsibility of the parent or guardian. The Boys & Girls Club does NOT provide medical insurance for members. In the event of a serious injury, the staff will call 911 immediately and then call the parents/guardians or alternative emergency contacts. This is one more reason why updated contact information is your responsibility and crucial to your child’s well being. 

INFESTATION OR CONTAGIOUS CONDITIONS:

Any and all suspected transferable infestations or transmittable contagious conditions will be addressed fully in the following manner and without exception... 

1. Parents will be contacted for immediate removal of the member from Club facilities. 

2. Proof of treatment from a healthcare facility is required before the member may return to the Club
